The ICCF President, Hans-Werner
von Massow took the chair.

The President of the Austrian
Chess Federation, Alderman. Prof.
Kurt Jungwirth, heartily welcomed
the participants in the name of
the host federation. He joking-
1y referred to Austria among the
countries of the world as a
"David”, but said that Austria,
as a neutral state was particular-
1y suited as a meeting point for
East and West, North and South.

The ICCF President, Hans-Werner
von Massow. thenked him for the
hearty welcome and pointed out

that the ICCF is also such a meat-
ing point, making perscnal contact
between people from all parts of
the world during the course of its
activities. The ethical basis of
ICCF work is the striving to make
a contribution towards peace and
friendship between nations.

Regarding the designation "David®,
the ICCF President insisted that
in the sphere of chess, Austria

is a "Goliath" and pointed out the
great activity in over-the-board
and also in correspondence chess.
In the time before the foundation
of IFSB in 1928, the CC tournament
of the Vienna Chess Newspaper,
organized by Prof.A.Becker was a
valuable help for popularising CC.
He honoured the memory of Austria’s
Franz Kundert (Ebensee)who, together
with him in 1935, organized the
first Buropean CC Olympiad. 17
national teams took part in this
and, at that time when the medium
of correspondence chass was fight-
ing for recognition as an independ-
ent form of chess competition,

this was a very great success which
considerably strengthened the pos-—
ition of IFSB. The ICCF President
also honoured the memory of the
Master. Hans Muller (Vienna) and
Ernst Grinfeld (Vienna). He spoke
appreciatively of them as true
friends of correspondence chess
who demonstrated the importance of
top IFSB tournaments to the chess
world generally by their participa-
tion in them. Finally, he empha-
sized the valuable work which
Austrian CC was currently under-—
taking in ICCF.

In the Report of the General Sec-
retary. it was indicated that much
individual spade work had been
necessary with CC players from all
over the world in the past year.
The reason for this was the public-
ity about ICCF in many publications
and international daily and spec-
ialist newspapers as well as the
inclusion of ICCF in the UNESCO
address list.

The General Secretary announced
with special pleasure that an
umbrella organization for CC had
been created in USA., = This organ-
ization embraces CCLA, the CC
