The ICCF President, Hans-Merner von Hassow tendered his thanks for the warw kelcome and the excellent arrangements for
ihe seeting. He sspressed his pleasure that the recent foundation of the Swiss CE Federation as & separate organisation
1¢ now result in the furtherance of correspondence chess in Switzerland. He recalled that CC enthusiasts were active
in Switzerland even in the time before the war in the IFSE and he paid tribute to Bro. Herneberger and Br. Voellays. He
indicated that the work of the ICCF during the post war years also received support froe  the Swiss. He spoke in
appreciation of the work of [ICCF Honorary aeaber Jean-Louis Ormond  {1CCF President 1951 - 1955), W.4.Gtilling for many
vears as Delpgate and Jean-. Cormu for many years as ICOF Treasurer, who has aiso adeinistered the Central Account of
ICCF since 1984 as Assistant to the ICCF Treasurer.

The 1CCF President indicated that ICCF had now set for the third tiee in Switzerland. At the meeting in Lugano in 1968,
it was decided to hold the first FIDE/ICCF Cossission seeting with the resulting agreesent for cooperation between FIBE
and ICCF which was ratified by the World Federation the following year. At the seeting in Lugano in 1971, it was decided
to orpanise & Furopean Teas Chaspionship to be announced in 1973, The ICCF President honoured the mesory of his wife
who died in 1983 and who was especially involved in the great success of this event within the European Tournaments.
Shortly before her death, she was gla¢ to learn that the Prelisinary round of the Ird Eurapean CC Teas Chaspionship had
ackieved a recerd entry of 27 countries,

At the seeting in Lupane 1974, the USSR Federation presented the Ragozin Lup a2 2 Challenge Trophy for the LT Dlyspiad.

The IECF President congratulated these feliow warkers on thiz distinction and thanked them for their valuable work.

The Report of the Tournasent Director gave & global sessary of the nusber of participanis for the years 1968-1985.
99,926 players started fros 120 countries. The increase in participation in 1985 was 81 and together with Cup
Tournzeent ¥I and V11 an increase of about 7% for 1986 could be expected.

The Tournakent Director anticipated that it would be pessible to include the continental tournasents of CABRP and #PTE in
the statistics for next year.

He reported the resuli of the Znd Ladies’ Diyspiad Final in which the USSR team won over the teams of Czechozlovakia ant
Yugosiavia. The ICCF President congratulated the minning tess and handed over the gold medals far the four tady players
ant the Bertl von Hascow Medal in gold for the Team Capfain, Frau L. Belavenetz. He likewise congratulation the runners
up.

The Report of the Morld Tournasent Office showed that in 1984, 2132 players started in the Promotion Tournagents, and in
1985, 2253, In tihe year 1986 so far, 1722 players had started. In the Theastic Tournament, 371 players started is
1984 and 120 in 1985, From 198, Jdrgen Axel Hielsen {DK) is responsible for the Thematir Tournaments. It is hoped
that the Thematic Tournament will becose popular again in the nest few years
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
